Regulations

Full text of the adoption follows:
SUBCHAPTER 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS
12:15-1.2 Maximum weekly benefit rates

(a) In accordance with the provisions of the Unemployment Compensation Law, N.J.S.A. 43:21-1 et seq.,
the maximum weekly benefit rate under the Unemployment Compensation Law is hereby promulgated
as being $ 696.00 per week.

(b) The maximum weekly benefit rate for State Plan temporary disability and family leave insurance
benefits under the Temporary Disability Benefits Law is hereby promulgated as being $ 650.00 per
week.

(c) These maximum benefits shall be effective for the calendar year 2019 on unemployment compensation
benefit years and periods of disability and family leave commencing on or after January 1, 2019.

12:15-1.3 Taxable wage base under the Unemployment Compensation Law

In accordance with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 43:21-7(b)(3), the "wages" of any individual with respect to
any one employer for the purpose of contributions under the Unemployment Compensation Law shall
include the first $ 34,400 during the calendar year 2019.

12:15-1.4 Contribution rate of governmental entities and instrumentalities
(a) (No change.)
(b) This contribution rate shall be effective on taxable wages paid in the calendar year 2019.

12:15-1.5 Base week

In accordance with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 43:21-19(c)(1) and (t)(3) and 43:21-27(h)(4), the base week
amount is hereby promulgated as being $ 172.00 per week for calendar year 2019.

12:15-1.6 Alternative earnings test

In accordance with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 43:21-4(e)(4)(B) and 43:21-41(d)(2), in those instances in
which the individual has not established 20 base weeks, the alternative earnings amount for establishing
eligibility is hereby promulgated as being $ 8,600 for unemployment compensation benefit years and
periods of disability and family leave commencing on or after January 1, 2019.
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
